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Directions To Oakwoood Village West

Directions coming from the east; Take University to Midvale. Turn left on Midvale. Turn right 
on Mineral Point. Oakwood main entrance is a left turn immediately after the stop light at Is-
land Drive.  Take left fork of road. Turn right at the 2nd driveway to Heritage Building Under-
ground Parking. Take elevator to 1st floor. Turn right to reach the Nakoma Westmoreland 
Room

Directions coming from the west; Take University to Park and turn right  (Park becomes Gam-
mon after several blocks). Turn left on Mineral Point Rd.  After Nautilus Drive, watch for Oak-
wood sign on the right. Turn right into main entrance. Take left fork of road. Turn right at the 
2nd driveway to Heritage Building Underground Parking. Take elevator to 1st floor. Turn right 
to reach the Nakoma Westmoreland Room
